The article reviews a major issue in general pragmatics — the cases in which Grice’s maxim
of quality, i.e. of truthfulness, is flouted. Such flouting occurs when the speaker is not
speaking frankly because of the specificity of the communicative situation (diplomacy,
politics, administration, etc.) or because of the peculiarities of following particular speech
etiquette. Other instances of flouting are related to the adequacy of the state of being well
informed on the part of the speaker. The existence of varying degrees between the two
poles true vs. untrue has been firmly established. Various hedges are used by the speaker
for signalling how adequately they are informed in relation to what is being talked about
and for avoiding any critical attitude on the part of the listener concerning the truthfulness
of the message. The relation of the implicitness of the activity being described by the use of
evidentials in Bulgarian and the truthfulness of the message is discussed at length.

The article deals with the syntax-pragmatics interface from the viewpoint of both linguistic
functionalism and the framework of syntactico-centrism, where syntactic mechanisms
deriving utterances with a certain illocutionary value are looked for. Finally, a sentence is
shown as an utterance event set in a semantic-pragmatic matrix that determines the basic
utterance coordinates as logophoric.

Key words: sentence, utterance, illocutionary force, indices, logophoricity

1. Introductory remarks

1. 1 The aim of the present article is to show syntactic phenomena seen
from the perspective of their pragmatic/pragmalinguistic dimension in the
ways they function as constituents of pragmatic acts — acts of communication.
The article attempts to provide an answer to the following question: Is there a
feature/peculiarity pertaining to a sentence which is detectable not by syntactic
analysis but by dint of examining it with a pragmalinguistic approach?

1.2 There are two major reasons why the Czech sentence has been chosen
as the object to be analyzed and as a source of examples demonstrating the
syntax-pragmatics interface (in addition to the fact that Czech is the author’s
mother tongue). First, as an inflectional language, Czech is rich in formal
means of expression that specialize in reflecting both semantic and pragmatic
meaning distinctions. Therefore, many of the pragmatic determinants of “what
is said” can, thanks to the inflectional forms, be more conspicuous here than
they are in languages with simpler (or less differentiated) inflection. Second, in
Czech linguistic thinking (including the tradition of syntactic descriptions), the
functionalist heritage of the Prague School has been influential for a remarkably
long time. It is this very realm of linguistic ideas which brought about the
fact that in Czech linguistics, great attention was paid to those phenomena
that were later called pragmalinguistic. The core concept of the theoretical
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framework of the Prague School relevant to the syntax-pragmatics interface
is Vilém Mathesius’s term functional syntax, which appeared in his article O
soustavném rozboru gramatickém (On the systematic analysis of grammar);
cf. Mathesius 1947: 157—-174. Functional syntax was conceived as a central
mechanism creating units of communication which can be delimited by their
intonational contours and finiteness, as well as by their communicative function
(their intended meaning fulfilling the speaker’s point/intention).

1.2.1 The treatise referred to above can be found in a collection of Vilém Mathesius’s
articles published in 1947, titled Cestina a obecny jazykozpyt (The Czech language and
general linguistics); the collection had been compiled by Mathesius (the head of the Prague
Linguistic Circle) himself in 1943. In the article, the following statements concerning the
interface of syntax and pragmatics (if we use contemporary terminology) can be found:
“(...) véta jako abstraktni vzorec je syntaktickou formou, a musi byt proto pocitana k jazyku.
(... a sentence as an abstract pattern represents a syntactic form, therefore, it belongs to
langue)” (p. 172) and, on p. 173: “... vyplyva zaver, Ze do jazyka pa tri slovo svym pojmovym
obsahem a véta jako abstraktni vzorec, kdezto slovo ve vztahu ke konkrétni skutecnosti a
véta jako konkrétni promluva nalezi do mluvy. (... it can be concluded that a word in terms
of its conceptual meaning and a sentence as an abstract pattern belong to langue, while a
word referring to a fact of reality and a sentence as a particular instance of speech belong
to parole.)” This is where the conceptual and terminological differentiation (which was
expressed by Mathesius in several other articles) of the entities véta/sentence (a constituent
of a system) vs. vypoved/utterance (a unit of communication) comes from. The theoretical
foundations establishing the difference as a heuristic of syntactic analysis were presented
in treatises by Dane§ (1957), Dokulil and Dane$ (1958), and Hausenblas (1958); their
approach was adopted in Teoretické zaklady synchronni mluvnice spisovné cestiny (1975,
available athttp://sas.ujc.cas.cz/archiv.php?art=2283) and in Mluvnice cestiny 1-111 (1986—
1987). (In volume III, dealing with syntax, the term vypovéd’ was conceptually extended to
text/komunikat = “a basic/minimal unit of communication”, which can occur in the form
of a sentence but not necessarily so; cf. pp. 7-8. In this grammar, syntax is accessed from
the communicative, i.e. pragmatic point of view.) This differentiation has been observed in
most contemporary Czech syntactic descriptions. (e.g. Syntax cestiny by M. Grepl and P.
Karlik 1998, is explicitly divided into part I — Véta and part II — Vypoved).

1.3 The sentence, then, is a unit of the language system (understood in the
way structuralists do, it is a part of /angue). It is a static, repeatable unit which
may be spoken (uttered) on an unlimited number of occasions — utterance
events. An utterance, by contrast, is a specific act of speech (unmarkedly, a part
of a dialogue). A sentence which is identical as regards its essential syntactic
characteristics can occur in a wide variety of modifications (utterances),
depending on the situation of a particular speech event. By its nature, an
utterance is a phenomenon pertaining to the syntax-pragmatics interface.

1.3.1 All the units of communication (utterances) always show certain formal
(syntactic) features, the most prominent distinction among them being the overt
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presence/absence of a finite verb form. DaneS (1957, p. 31) termed utterances
including a verbum finitum (Vf) and those where Vf is not expressed as vypovédi
vétné (sentential utterances) and vypovédi nevétné (non-sentential utterances).
It is not the case, though, that sentential utterances are identical to “sentences”
in the traditional sense while non-sentential utterances are identical to “verbless
sentences/clauses”. In the theoretical stance adopted by Danes et al., a sentence
is based on predication, the basic (and, in fact, the only regular) expression of
which is a finite verb form (Vf); it follows that utterances not including Vf are
not sentences (systemic units). For Czech discussion on this topic see Dokulil and
Danes, 1958; Horalek 1976, 1977; Hausenblas 1977; Grepl and Karlik 1998. As for
the role of ellipsis in the emergence of non-sentential utterances, see 1.3.2 below.

1.3.2 The actual form and the meaning of utterances (utterance events) are
strongly context-dependent. For example, a regular Czech sentence

(1) Potrebuji teplou vodu;
“need  warm  water”
Ist Pers Sg Acc Sg Acc Sg

can occur as an utterance in this “full” form (in this paper, I will not deal with
possible changes in its word order and their consequences for Topic-Focus
organization). But, depending on the communicative situation, the same original
sentence can occur in variations that express only the elements essential for
successful communication, e.g. responses to a specifying question: (1a) Teplou
vodu, (1b) Vodu; (1c) Teplou, (1d) Potrebuji. If it is obvious that in a particular
situational context (1) can be taken as a starting point/background (e.g. it
was uttered at an earlier point in the conversation) and (1a) — (1d) might be
described as its elliptical variations, (1a) — (1¢) being non-sentential utterances
and (1d) a sentential one.

1.3.3 Elliptical constructions always opt for a particular constituent in the
way they do in (1a) — (1d); nevertheless, in certain situations, an interlocutor/s
can encounter non-sentential utterances without such a verbal context. The
interpretation of those utterances is fully context-dependent; cf. (2), (3):

(2) Vodu!;
“water!”
Acc Sg
(3) Zase deset krokii;
“again ten steps”
Adv Nom/AccGen Num;

In (2) it is obvious that the omitted verb is transitive because its complement
(the essential element of the utterance from the viewpoint of communication)
is in the form of Acc, but finding out (“filling in”) which verb was actually
on the speaker’s mind (chci/l want, potiebuji/l need, prines/bring (me), videl
jsem/l saw, etc.) is a purely context-dependent operation. In (3), the nature of
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the verbal component is not clear at all, and nor is the role of the construction
consisting of a numeral and the noun. As for its form, the numeral can be
both Nom and Acc, which means that the construction could function both as
the subject or the object of a “full” sentence/sentential utterance. Utterances
such as (2) and (3) cannot be considered elliptical since it is not obvious what
elements were elided. Additionally, a perceiver not familiar with the situation
in which (2) or (3) were uttered cannot grasp their actual meaning.

1.4 As mentioned above, the theoretical stance differentiating a “sentence”
and an “utterance” was adopted in a respected Czech syntactic treatise,
specifically in Mluvnice &estiny 111, 1987 (henceforth MC III). Here, the syntax
of the (Czech) language is accessed from the communicative, i.e. pragmatic
point of view (cf. MC III: 7-8). This fact has given rise to numerous questions
concerning the syntax-pragmatics interface in the description and interpretation
of the syntax of Czech. As seen from the viewpoint of contemporary pragmatic
linguistics, Czech grammars published in the last fifty years have not taken
the pragmatics/grammar distinction into account and certain grammatical, or,
more specifically, syntactic explanations have in fact been based in pragmatics,
showing the syntactic phenomena primarily in their usage, paying attention
to the context and/or intentional factors motivating their occurrence (e.g. the
so-called communicative functions interconnected with sentence modality;
cf. MC III: 306-390). On the other hand, the pragmatically based approach
as a method of analysis and/or description can be justified or even supported
by the fact that linguistic phenomena which are fundamentally pragmatic
(verbal categories of person, time, and mood, deictic expressions) show a
high level of grammaticalization (in Slavic languages specifically). Also, it
is quite evident that within the framework of the European linguistics of the
last sixty years the functional/pragmalinguistic approach as a majority choice
adopted by Czech grammatology is not exceptional. For example, the Theory
of Functional Grammar (cf. Dik 1997), which first appeared in 1978 and is still
an influential school in European linguistics, was designed as a “model of the
natural language user”. It presents illocutionary functions as a launching level
for linguistic analyses and it aims, as one of its major claims, at pragmatic
adequacy. Also, the functional linguistic studies of Halliday (1970, 1985),
Bondarko (1991), van Valin and Foley (1984/2009), and Givén (1995) must
not be forgotten and, from this perspective, MC III has been a part of a very
broad stream. But the last three decades have brought a more concise split
of the functional vs. formal paradigm in linguistics, not to mention the vast
development of pragmatic linguistics as a specific field of study. Therefore, it
seems to be worthwhile to look at the Czech sentence from the pragmatic point
of view.

1.5 The functioning of a language, seen from the pragmatic perspective,
concerns every linguistic entity — in speakers’ usage any expression obtains
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its pragmatic dimension on several levels simultaneously. It starts from the
(potential) marked articulation of certain phones (bringing into interpretation
connotations linked to some (sub-) codes or dialects, the speaker’s emotions,
etc.), and further it concerns the role of intonation marking the illocutions (cf.
the role of intonation in imperative sentences creating the distinction among
pleas, neutral requests, and orders). From the viewpoint of morphology the
roles of indices and demonstratives are entirely pragmatic, etc. The very reason
for differentiating a semantic and a pragmatic view of language phenomena is
the impossibility of accounting for the full interpretation of a sentence in use
(utterance event) by relying only on the meanings of its constituents. It is not only
indices, demonstratives, and ambiguous expressions or constructions which have
to be anchored pragmatically (within the context of an utterance event); it is also
the issue of all kinds of secondary or tertiary meanings/interpretations based on
the speakers’ extra-linguistic knowledge. It is necessary to keep in mind, though,
that a sentence per se can be ambiguous but its use (an utterance event) is not
(provided it was not meant like that purposefully) because the communicative
situation provides the addressee with pragmatic (salient) clues that give him/
her a chance of a full-fledged interpretation. It is then a matter of the theoretical
stance that is adopted what status and how much weight/influence is attributed to
the pragmatic clues of interpretation. Cf. the well-known examples

(4) Vzali se a meli dite vs Meli dité a vzali se;
(They got married and (then) had a child vs.They had a child and (then) got married)

where the interpretation of temporal relations (“what happened earlier and
what happened later) is not the meaning of the logical conjunction a/and but
just a pragmatic input based on the generally shared observation/expectation
that the order of events described by coordinated sentences copies the standard
order of events in extralinguistic reality (in the world being referred to).

2. The sentence from the viewpoint of the grammar-pragmatics
interface

2.1 It has already been mentioned that it is the presence or absence of
a finite verb form which creates the essential syntactic difference among
the utterances. The so-called non-sentential utterances (see (la) — (1(c)
above) represent units that are pragmatic by their nature: they basically
occur as context-dependent and exclusively context-explainable fragmentary
materializations of more complex units. The most prominent common feature
of non-sentential utterances is the absence of a finite verb form. Sometimes
the context (e.g. a preceding question) suggests that a certain individual verb
and no other item is conceivable, while in other cases it is a group of verbs
covering a broader semantic field which can do the job but other features of
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non-sentential utterances are fluid and almost endlessly changeable. Utterances
are not limited by strict grammaticality and syntactic consistency because even
disjointed or incoherent ones can be understood i.e. they can be pragmatically
successful on the basis of their context and situational dependency, as shown
by the following examples:

(5) (usttihni/ptines/podej/potiebuju) Asi takhle dlouhou/dlouhej (masli/pasek)
(“cut off (for me)/bring (me)/hand (me)/I need) about that long (a piece of
ribbon/band”)

Part Dem AdjAcc Sg F/M

The underlined elements represent potential pieces of information which are obvious
to the interlocutors (just one of them is taken into account); therefore, they need not be
verbalized in the specific utterance event.

Utterance (5) is incomprehensible by itself except when being uttered in
a situation where a Sg/Pl imper form of a certain group of verbs (all of them
transitive ones) is contextually expected and where the speaker conveys his/her
need for a certain piece of material to be handed to him/her by the addressee.
The referential value of the situational deictic takhle obviously needs to be
accompanied by a gesture showing the required size. The referential value and
the grammatical categories of the adjective dlouhou/dlouhej — F/M and Sg —
agree with the categories of the N referring to an object accessible within the
situation of the utterance (Acc is a complement case required by a transitive
verb). The N in question, or possibly two Ns applicable at the moment, i.e.
F masli (ribbon)/M pdsek (band), are included in the possible description of
the extralinguistic situation (they may be visible both to the speaker and the
addressee). The change of the gender form is the result of the speaker’s choice
(his/her correction towards a more exact description of the object).

In (6) we can see a syntactically unorganized utterance consisting of three
sections not connected by any standard syntactic device:

(6) No, nad schodama / do toho skladu/ tam normalne.

(“well, above the stairway / into that storage space / there normally”)
Particle Prep N Loc Sg  Prep Dem N Gen Sg Dem Adv/Part)

The coherence of (6) is given by the mere semantic linkage of the sections
together, providing a description of a certain room above a stairway. The
dynamic meaning of the Gen Sg in the section in the second position suggests
that some kind of movement has been involved (and for the same reason a
dynamic interpretation of the otherwise ambiguous demonstrative tam seems
preferable), namely that (6) might be an answer to the question Kam jisi to dal/
schoval? (Where did you put/hide it?).

2.2 In contrast to all that, a sentence (sentential utterance) always includes
a finite verb form, i.e. a form expressing the category of a person (crucial
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for the predicate relation). (In this study, we are not going to deal with the
issues concerning predicate valency.) The grammatical meanings/values
(verbal categories) expressed by a finite verb form are pragmatic by nature
because it is the communicative situation (the interlocutors, the place and
the time of the utterance event, and the speaker’s communicative intention)
which determines them, even though they are grammaticalized. In Slavic
languages, these meanings are expressed cumulatively, in verbal endings (i.e.
by means of morphology). The grammatical category of a person is given
by the congruence/agreement of a predicate verb with the respective subject
and, seen pragmatically, it links the predicate to the participants in the local
communicative event, i.e. it is interpreted in relation to them: 1st Pers Sg is the
speaker ((ja)/1 ¢tu/read, kupuji/buy, delam/do), 2nd Pers Sg the addressee ((¢y)/
you ctes/read, kupujes/buy, délas/do). An overt lexical expression of the Ist
and 2nd person jd, ty is typical for the focusized position of a sentence subject.
The form of the 3rd Pers refers to the person/s or subject/s being talked about
[(Jan/Jana/zaci/on/ona/oni, etc.) cte/Ctou, kupuje/kupuji, déla/délaji], i.e. not
to the participants in the event (a non-pronominal subject is primary here). The
occurrence of the 3rd Pers form in sentences such as Prsi gets its explanation
subject to the theoretical stance that is adopted; cf. Karlik 2000. The meaning/
value/category of number reflects the speaker’s and/or addressee’s quantitative
characteristics or their social relations (cf. the so-called inclusive vs. exclusive
my or polite plural forms of address vy).

In analytic verbal forms (past tense) formed with /-participles the auxiliary verb shows
agreement in person and number, while the participle shows agreement in number and
gender: SgM pracoval/Sg F pracovalalst Sg jsem; 2nd Sg jsi; Pl M/F pracovali/y 2nd Pl
Jjste etc.; in the form of the future tense of imperfectives, the auxiliary is the only possible
carrier of agreement (1st Sg budu pracovat) and the gender is not expressed — in common
with the forms of the present tense.

The meaning of tense is (as regards the so-called absolute temporal
meanings) related to the moment of speech, 1.e. the speech event. Interconnected
with the category of tense are the categories of both mood and aspect (the
latter pertains to the interface of grammar and the lexicon) — mood being
the basic expression of modality, another inseparable property of a sentence,
arising from the speaker’s communicative intention. The mood is the core of
the so-called primary illocution (in the Austinian (1962) sense, differentiating
non-imperative vs. imperative sentences). As for its relation to the category
of tense, the indicative can occur in all three temporal meanings; the analytic
forms of the conditional bych + [-participle are temporally unmarked (can
be related to all time meanings); the main feature of the “past conditional”
(consisting of byl bych + an [-participle) is contrafactuality. The imperative is
always temporally oriented to a future event/s. The most prominent property
of tense-aspect relations can be seen in some imperfectives (of certain verba
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dicendi, specifically), since in the form of the 1st Pers Sg Ind Pres they can
be used performatively, i.e. in some utterances they can accomplish the deed
(act) denoted by the lexical meaning of the verb (slibuji, narizuji, vyzyvam — (I)
promise, (I) order, (I) appeal); related issues will be dealt with in 3.3 below.

2.3 From the aforementioned perspective, the units of communication
(utterances, speech acts) can be seen as context-bound, unpredictable reflections
of syntactic/grammar units (syntagms, sentences formed by rules). The grammar
units exist (they have been acquired by native speakers) prior to utterances,
which means that it is not the case that grammar emerges from communication
but vice versa. It is the communicative situation (context in the broadest sense,
pragmatic factors in general) which works as a filter percolating just the most
salient (the most essential from the viewpoint of conveying the message)
elements of the syntactic structure in question, and retaining the rest, which
can be (and regularly is) recovered by the context. However, the permeability/
density of such a filter is not predictable and, most importantly, it does not
enforce the resulting shape of a particular utterance. There is no “pragmatic”
rule requiring that a speaker must choose from among (7)a (which is a non-
sentence utterance that is ambiguous both syntactically and pragmatically)
or (7)b or (7)c, its syntactically full-fledged and pragmatically more straight
counterparts. In (7)b and (7)c, different predicates and the use of the imperative
vs. indicative form put constraints on their potential interpretation:

(7)a Dvakrat malou  plzen.
Mult Num Adj.F  Acc Sg N Acc Sg

“Twice asmall Pilsen (= two small glasses of Pilsener beer)”

(7)b Prineste nam dvakrat malou plzen.
Imp 2nd Pers P1 Pron Ist Pers Dat  Mult Num Adj F Acc Sg N Acc Sg
“Bring us twice a small Pilsen (= two small

glasses of Pilsener beer)”

(7)c Platim dvakrat malou plzen.
Ind Ist Pers Sg Mult Num Adj FAccSg N Acc Sg
“I pay twice a small Pilsen (= two small glasses

of Pilsener beer)”

In (7)a — (7)c, the interpretation of the multiplicative numeral dvakrdt as an adverbial
adjunct of the predicate is suppressed and the expression functions as a cardinal numeral
stating the number of glasses.

At the same time, a pragmatic equivalent of (7)a or any of the utterances
just mentioned can obtain more variations under the influence of functional
sentence perspective (with the focusized element in the final position), e.g.
Dvakrat plzen, malou; or Malou plzen, dvakrat. What can be considered an
important factor within the pragmatic filter influencing the speaker’s choice is
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the (smallest possible) processing effort supposed to be required by the speaker
on the part of the addressee, as proposed by Relevance Theory (Sperber and
Wilson1986), which, nonetheless, can again be traced back to the local situation.
Since the production of an utterance is an ongoing process, almost all kinds
of irregularities and errors on the part of the speaker can occur and because
they can be replaced or corrected immediately, the pragmatic acceptability of
spontaneous speech is (under unmarked circumstances) not challenged.

The properties of a situation will also influence the interpretation of a
particular utterance event as a statement (an answer to a question), a request,
an order given to a waiter, etc.

3. A sentence/utterance as a speech act

3.1 Any utterance can be assessed as a token of the speaker’s communicative
activity determined by his/her intention, aimed at a certain goal/point; such an
intention constitutes, among other parameters, the illocutionary force of the
respective utterance. In other words, any utterance can be seen as an action
performed by using language, an illocutionary/speech act (in Austin’s sense,
1962). If sentences/utterances as speech acts are examined for their general
syntactic qualities, two major groups can be distinguished:

a/ complex sentences with a matrix sentence containing an illocutionary/
performative verb (in the form of 1st Pers Sg Ind Pres Impf) representing the
illocutionary force F, and a complement clause representing the propositional
content p are called explicit performative formulae (EPF):

r )
(8) Slibuji, Ze zitra prijdu;
(1st Pers Sg Ind Pres Impf ~ Conj Adv 1st Pers Sg Ind Fut Pf)
“I promise to come tomorrow”’
Fo
(9) Zadam te, abys zitra prisel;
(1st Pers Sg Ind Pres Impf Pron Acc Sg Conj+Aux 2nd Pers Sg Adv 2nd Pers Sg Past
Participle
Pf)
“I ask you to come tomorrow”

Nonetheless, performativity is always a property of an utterance (utterance
event), not of the sentence form itself; see 3.3 below;

b/ simple sentences or complex sentences lacking a matrix sentence with a
verb of the mentioned kind and form; their actual illocutionary force depends
on the speaker’s communicative intention and can be recognized only when
other (contextual) factors are taken into account. (Such sentences belong to
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the broadly defined group of indirect illocutionary acts. The very phenomenon
of indirect communication and its numerous varieties have received wide
attention in pragmalinguistic analyses of different theoretical backgrounds.)
Traditionally, sentences in group b/ are classified according to the modal form of
the (main) predicate verb as declarative (indicative) and imperative sentences.
In Czech, interrogative and optative sentences employ both indicative and
conditional mood: interrogative sentences are distinguished by intonation and/
or the presence of k-/c-/j-words (the Czech/Slavic equivalent of wh- words:
kdo, co, kdy, kde, kam, cemu, jaky, etc.), optative sentences by the presence of
certain particles (at, necht, kéz) and (in neutral contexts) by word order. A verb
in the form of a conditional mood can occur in declarative sentences, too.

3.2 The set of basic sentence types can partly overlap with the most common
taxonomies of speech acts (see Austin’s notion of “primary illocution‘) — with
important exceptions. While imperative sentences mostly do perform some
variation on directive illocutionary force, declarative (indicative) sentences
must not be identified with declaratives (in Searle’s taxonomy, 1976; with
verdictives in other taxonomies), and although indicative sentences often
do convey statements/assertions, they represent, at the same time, the most
frequent example of potential ambiguity as regards their illocutionary meaning.
Let us consider the possible interpretations of the following example:

(10) Jsem rozcilena.
(Cop Ist Pers Sg Pres  Adj Nom Sg F)
“I am upset”

As a sentence, (10) contains a proposition including the indices / indicated
by the form of the copula (1st Pers Sg) and now (also expressed by the ending
of the verb, -m, here representing the present tense) with additional contextual
(pragmatic) information that the speaker / is a female indicated by the pragmatic
congruence marked on the form of the adjective in the position of the predicate.
The adjective is not ambiguous and its semantic/lexical value can be described
in accordance with the lexicon of Czech. Since the modal form of the copula
is indicative, the sentence can primarily be evaluated as a statement/assertion.
Considering (10) as a speech act, the role of the speaker’s intention, together
with contextual (pragmatic) factors, is crucial for its interpretation since all
of them influence its sense in a decisive way — rozcilend/upset can be used
as an euphemism instead of saying that the speaker is angry or scared, as an
ironic under statement for being in a fit of temper, or as an exact opposite,
as an positive overstatement for an emotion of eagerly looking forward to
something. Additionally, all of these can occur as answers to a question or
(especially if (10) expresses negative emotions) as deliberate attempts to
provoke an argument with the addressee. So, considering the sentence/speech
act interaction, we can see that while the syntactic side of the coin can be
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described in quite a puristic way, the “action” side is pluralistic and cannot
make do without numerous intrusions anchored in the local context (including
extra-linguistic information).

3.3. Viewing sentences/utterances as speech acts consistently brings along
with it further complicating effects. Elsewhere (Hirschova 2012) we have
shown that the crucial difference between utterances used performatively (the
very speech act performance) and “the others” is based on specific temporal
qualities, namely on the coincidence of an act of locution (a non-defective
utterance of a grammatical sentence) and an act of illocution (an execution
of the speaker’s illocutionary point/intention). It can be described through
Reichenbach’s (1947) tense deconstruction using the elements termed as point
of speech S, point of event E, and point of reference R:S (the moment of the
utterance) sets the boundary between the past and the future, i.e. it defines
the so-called absolute temporal meanings (present, past, future). E can have
various time extensions (e.g. punctual actions: mrknout/wink, processes: jit/go,
events: opravit/repair, etc.; cf. the vast number of studies on verbal semantics
in relation to aspect and Aktionsart). R is the point from which E is viewed. In
utterances with a sentence form as in (8) and (9) above, the temporal meaning
is the (absolute) present, i.e. S is simultaneous with the moment of utterance
and R is identical with S. It is the specific property of verbs which can be used
performatively that the “action” E in question is illocution (a plea, a request,
an order, etc.) and the extension of E is absorbed/exhausted by locution; it
coincides with it. The core of “performativity” is the coincidence of S, R, and
E. (The notion of the coincidence of the meaning of an imperfective verb and
the “action” was introduced to aspect theory by Koschmieder, 1934: 109; for
a different concept of coincidence cf. Dickey, 2000.) Nevertheless, there is
no direct (default) relation between the form of an utterance and its intended
interpretation (illocutionary value), and therefore the performativeness of
the examples (8) and (9) is suspended if they are used as repetitions, e.g. as
answers to the question What did you just say? When repeated, (8), (9), and the
like are not performances of a promise or a request but utterances providing
information about an illocutionary act that has just been performed (and, as a
result of it, indirect illocutionary acts of assertion/statement where the original
illocution is merely referred to; see 3.4 below). What is performative is always
the use of an utterance and only a local situation can offer the necessary clues
for the identification of its special temporal properties, i.e. of the coincidence
of locution and illocution.

3.4 The syntax-pragmatics interface becomes more intriguing if we consider
sentences in other forms than the so-called explicit performative formula, i.e.
those with a 1st Pers subject in a tense other than the present, those with a
predicate verb in perfective aspect, and sentences in all tenses with subjects in
the 2nd or the 3rd Pers form. In sentences such as (10), two of the core pragmatic
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coordinates, i.e. indices referring to the speaker and to the moment of speech/
the utterance event, are overt (visible in the sentence constituents, namely in the
form of the verb); despite that, its full pragmatic interpretation requires other
entities, at least the place of the utterance and the addressee, to be taken into
account, not mentioning other factors included in the unique utterance situation.
The question arises whether analytic and descriptive instruments enabling such
interpretation can be sought only within the pragmatic dimension or whether
they can be formulated as regular means of syntax.

3.4.1 The earliest and probably best-known attempt to integrate pragmatics
into syntax was the performative hypothesis (Ross, 1970), supposing a deep
structure “performative prefix” for every sentence without an overt/surface
illocutionary force indicating device. According to Ross’s original version,
sentences such as

(11)a I (hereby) warn you that gas prices may rise again soon,

which can be considered an explicit performative formula as a result of the
presence of the 1st Pers Sg etc. of an illocutionary verb, and

(11)b Gas prices may rise again soon,

contains the same semantic/propositional structure p and the same illocutionary
force indicating device F. The difference between them is that in (11)b the
indicator has been removed by the operation of “performative deletion” and, as
a result, it functions covertly, in the deep structure of the respective sentence.
Thus (11)a and (11)b would be considered tokens of the same illocutionary
act (fulfilling the preparatory and felicity conditions of a “warning”). An extra
layer indicating the illocutionary force was supposed to exist on top of any
sentence lacking an explicit performative matrix sentence.

The difference between (11)a and (11)b is not meant to be the same as the difference
between Pass me the salt! and Can you pass the salt? (cf. Searle, 1975), where the
interpretation of the latter as an indirect request is presupposition/inference-based — the
speaker quite openly breaks both the preparatory and the felicity conditions of a “question”
(or, seen from the viewpoint of another pragmatic theory, neglects the maxim of quantity
and the maxim of relevance; cf. Grice, 1975). The result of that is that the utterance requires
another (here: directive) interpretation via a particular conversational implicature. Using
Ross’s optics, each of Searle’s examples would contain a different “deep structure prefix” —
a question one and a request one, respectively.

Ross’s performative hypothesis tried to represent pragmatic aspects
as syntactic constituents. For example, the existence of the performative
prefix “I F you”, i.e. the presence of a non-overt subject /, should work as
an explanation for the grammaticality of the English sentences Physicists like
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myself are not happy with this principle or This is a story about myself, where
the reflexive myself has no visible antecedent. As a counter-argument, Ross’s
critics brought examples such as As for myself, I authorize that or As for me, [
promise that ..., where as for myself and as for me precede sentences with an
explicit performative (and a default overt subject), showing that the reflexive
myself can also be cataphoric. Ross’s proposal has been widely criticized,
especially because it fails to distinguish explicit and non-explicit performative
sentences in terms of their truth conditions. While (11)a is considered true
when uttered, (11)b is a contingent fact and therefore can be assessed as true
or false. Also, since all the explicit performative formulae are, in terms of their
form, indicatives, i.e. statements, it imposes on them the same truth conditions
as on other statements; cf. e.g. Gazdar 1979: 15-35; Levinson 1983: 247—
263. Adopting the performative hypothesis, it would be necessary to accept
any utterance performing a successful illocutionary act (no matter whether
explicitly or implicitly performative) as true, regardless of its propositional
content (the so-called performative paradox; cf. Lycan, 1984). In its original
version, the performative hypothesis was soon considered rebutted.

3.4.2 Later attempts to synthesize pragmatic and syntactic factors in
sentence analysis and interpretation were probably inspired by the introduction
of functional categories into a formal approach to syntax (cf. Fukushima, 2009).
Among other pragmatic issues (evaluativity and evidentiality), a syntactic
projection for speech acts (SaP) started to be included into sentence derivation
(Speas & Tenny, 2003):

(12)
SaP (declarative)
SPEAKER Sa
(‘agent’) /\
sa Sa*
UTTERANCE CONTENT  (sentence) Sa*
(‘theme’ with
STATE OF KNOWLEDGE)
sa’ HEARER
4 (‘goal’)
C-COMMAND

In this neo-performative hypothesis, the pragmatic roles of Speaker (the
agent of a speech act), Utterance Content (the theme), and Hearer (the goal)
are defined structurally — the Speaker c-commands the state of the knowledge
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(utterance content). The derivation of interrogative or imperative (i.e. directive)
speech acts always preserves the Speaker’s local position (his/her point of view);
the differences concern the levels on which the c-commanding of the Utterance
Content occurs and the position of the Hearer. As Speas and Tenny (2003:
336-338), as well as Fukushima (2009: 1057), note, speech act projections
can be justified by the fact that most languages grammaticalize only a limited
number of speech acts; on the other hand, because of the multifunctionality
of declarative (i.e. indicative) sentences, there is no interpretive syntactic
mechanism to determine an actual speech act using a declarative sentence. In
order to obtain the correct interpretation within the speech act projection, the
speech act type of Utterance Content (e.g. the future activity of the speaker
typical for promises) needs to be determined prior to syntactic interpretation,
which makes the whole approach questionable. Independently, in a more
logico-semantic area of linguistic thinking (interpretation of indices reference),
a similar hypothesis supposing a U (utterance) projection UP was suggested
by Delfitto and Fiorin (2014). They propose U as the highest projection on the
left periphery of any generated sentence but their hypothesis does not aim at
connecting the UP properties with the illocutionary value of the sentence.

3.4.3 Other efforts aiming at the formalization of speech acts concepts
appeared under the label of an Inclusive Theory of Grammar and Pragmatics
(using the framework of the Head-Driven Phrase Structure Grammar). For
example, Ginzburg et al. (2003) propose categorizing utterances by associating
them with Conversational Move Types (their modification of illocutionary
forces) — a CMT is a parameter of meaning conventionally associated with
certain words and classes of phrases. They count on four basic CMTs —asserting,
asking, ordering, and exclaiming; nevertheless, they expect that CMTs as such
are underspecified and in that way they can have other uses, e.g. questions
can be used “rhetorically”, assertions can feature in threats, etc. They provide
integrated models that simultaneously accommodate constructional/syntactic,
semantic, and illocutionary/pragmatic aspects of sentences [even including
conversational implicature (as “background”)]. This model is impressive;
however, its complexity, which strives to attain a comprehensive concept of
language and endeavours to include and interpret the linguistic phenomena
within a universal level-structured series of constraints, goes beyond the scope
of the present study.

3.4.4 Probably the most fully elaborated approach towards rendering
the speech act-sentence relations can be found in Simon C. Dik’s Theory of
Functional Grammar (1997), where, among others, the inspiration of the Prague
School is also mentioned. The basic TFG concept counts on an illocutionary
layer/frame present in every clause (TFG does not use the term sentence). The
full structure of a clause can be represented as follows:
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(13)m, E: [proposition] J,

(The lower numerical index represents the layer/step during the derivation of the

linguistic expression (i.e. clause); cf. the general TFG model: Dik, 1997/1: 60.)

In this model, m, indicates an illocutionary operator, E the speech act
variable, and 6, one or more illocutionary satellites. Illocutionary operators
represent grammatical means of specifying the illocutionary force of the
clause; the satellites represent lexical means for achieving similar purposes.
Together, , and 6, specify the illocution to the extent that it is coded in the
linguistic expression (which may receive further specification in the pragmatic
interpretation). In the model of verbal interaction, Dik distinguishes intended
illocution on the part of the speaker (Ill,), illocution as coded in the linguistic
expression (Ill,), and illocution as interpreted by the addressee (Ill,). (TFG
does not use the term perlocution.) An act of communication will be fully
achieved (as for illocution) if 111, = Ill.. If 111, does not code 111, explicitly, the
reconstruction of Il (the interpretation) on the part of the addressee may not
be identical to the intended one. The interpretive work of the addressee is done
on the basis of 11, i.e. the information provided by the expression as such. For
example, Searle’s (1969) example

(14) There is a bull in the field

can most probably be interpreted as Ill ;= warning, Il = assertion, or Ill,=
warning, but, under certain circumstances, the constellations “assertion —
assertion — warning” or “warning — assertion — assertion”” cannot be excluded.
What is supposed to be accounted for in the grammar are the features coded in the
expression (in TFG, grammar includes prosodic features, too); cf. Dik, 1997/2:
229-232. As for Ill, there are three basic illocutions (classifiable sentence
types) across languages: Declaratives, Interrogatives, and Imperatives, plus,
in most languages, Exclamatives. (In Czech, the last type could be replaced
by optative sentences.) Since explicit performatives (containing a lexical
illocutionary satellite, the illocutionary verb) are quite infrequent (and marked)
in regular communication, the interpretation of “implicit performatives” (i.e.
any other utterance) starts at Ill, the basic illocution which is treated as an
illocutionary operator r,. Thus,

(15) The window is open

will be primarily assigned the clause structure Decl, : [the window is open]. The
basic illocution can be “converted” into other illocutionary values, e.g. one of a
complaint or a protest. The illocutionary conversion can take the form of a lexical
conversion (adding an explicit performative formula (I complain/protest...) or a
grammatical conversion — in TFG, using a specific intonation. (15) can also be
converted into a request, i.e. interpreted as Close the window! In this last case, it
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would undergo pragmatic conversion, which is effected at the level of intention
and interpretation, and has no linguistic properties of the expression. Therefore,
this type of conversion cannot be handled in the linguistic description but rather
in a pragmatic theory of verbal interaction (Dik, 1997/1: 299-304).

3.5 The previous paragraphs have illustrated two general points. First, there
are three (or at the most four) sentence types which can be identified with certain
types of speech acts, i.e. their syntactic derivation brings about the emergence of
an utterance with the preferred illocutionary interpretation; nevertheless, there
are no syntactic means for deriving the secondary illocutionary interpretations of
such sentences (if we do not rely exclusively on intonation). Second, the execution
of a formal procedure deriving a speech act, especially in the version of the
neo-performative hypothesis that was mentioned, needs to achieve a “speech act
concept” as a step to be taken prior to choosing the proper derivation procedure
— which means that the syntactic derivation itself becomes an illustration of a
linguistic entity that has already been found. The direct use of syntactic notions
seems to provide just an abstract skeleton hosting phenomena that do not yield
to formalization. Even TFG, although it tries to proceed step by step, inevitably
gets to the point of the above-mentioned pragmatic conversion, i.e. it admits
the potential crucial gap between the form and the (pragmatic) meaning of a
sentence/utterance. In other words, Jdi pry¢ (Go away) and Ziddm té, abys
odesel (I (hereby) ask you to leave) will always be distinct syntactic constructions
derived by different mechanisms, even though under certain circumstances they
can be pragmatically more or less equivalent. There are no syntactic instruments
that make it possible to account for the potential illocutionary ambiguity of an
imperative — whether the sentence Jdi pryc is a request, a plea, or an order is
a matter of pragmatic intrusion (via the filter of a communicative situation).
Formal and semantic constraints (verbal mood, illocutionary verbs) exist but,
in the realm of speech acts, they do not work unambiguously. At the most, the
pragmatic differences can be indicated by the intonation of the utterance and
other prosodic features (e.g. Grepl and Karlik, 1998: 434-446) but what TFG
calls Ill does not have its own default deriving mechanism. Obviously, the
speech action dimension of language use cannot be captured by means of syntax.

4. Tentative conclusions

4. 1 Summing up the issues discussed hitherto, the pragmatic view of
the entity called a sentence shows both strong interconnections between the
phenomena of grammar and pragmatics and, at the same time, the impossibility
of capturing the specific pragmatic properties of a sentence in communication
by means of grammar. So, is there a feature pertaining to a sentence in usage
that is visible to pragmatics and not to “regular” grammar?

4.2 What seems promising in this respect is the idea of a pragmatically-
based matrix sentence for every linguistic communicative unit. Let us suppose
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that every utterance (no matter whether sentential or non-sentential) can be
viewed as a complement of a non-overt (phonetically empty) communicative
unit (an abstract sentence) with a presumptive predicate representing a concept
of “communication activity” and with a subject/agent “I”’, an object/patient
“you”, and another complement represented by the message p, i.e. the visible/
audible utterance. Importantly, this abstract sentence does not influence the
illocutionary value of the message; that, together with the choice of formal means
of expression, is a matter of the agent’s /speaker’s intention and his/her decision.
But the abstract sentence introduces coordinates of time and place (the indices
now and here), thus imposing the speaker’s perspective on the phonetically
realized utterance. It must be mentioned that the origin of views counting on
an abstract introductory sentence can be seen in Biihler’s (1934/1999: 102)
Koordinatenausgangspunkt (called Origo as well), a point setting/determining
the speaker’s coordinates anchored in the basic indices ick (1), hier (here), and
Jjetzt (now). To comply with a full speaker’s perspective, it is necessary to include
an entity not mentioned by Biihler, namely an addressee, you. (In some treatises
(e.g. Schlenker, 2003), just the coordinate “time” ¢ is posited, the others being
subsumed as “world” w.) This non-overt pragmatic matrix sentence S represents
the interface of the utterance in question with the current context/communicative
situation; it is a semantic-pragmatic entity, not a syntactic unit occupying the left
periphery of the overt (audible/visible) sentence/utterance S,. S, i.e. the message/
complement can be pragmatically analyzed from the perspective set by S. In
sentences with the form EPF, when used performatively, the identity of the sheer
indices /, you, here, now can be observed, i.e. S, is identical with S

(16) ((S,1;here, now, COMM you,p (S, Zdddm, té, abys, odesel))

In sentences with other forms (including EPFs not used performatively) the
reference value of the indices may shift:

(17) Co to povidas? (What have you just said?)
((S;I;here,now, COMM you,p (S, Zadam, here now, , té, abys, odesel));

that is, compared to (16), in the repeated EPF (17) there is a temporal shift
corresponding with the disconnection of the temporal reference point R and the
moment of speech S (see 3.3 above). S_serves as an instrument for fine-grained
analysis of the index relations and for making them transparent. (In order to
organize the notation, Mis used for the speaker of S_ and M, for the speaker
of S, and, analogically, there are distinctions among the addressee A, /A,, time
t/t, and place p/p,.)

(18) Byl jsi vcera tady v mé kancelari?

Were you here in my office yesterday?

(S, (Sj Byl jsi, AjVéeratj i tadypi Y mé, . kancelafi))
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(19) Byl jsi vcera ve sve kancelari?

Were you in your office yesterday?

(S,(S,Byl jsi,_, vCera,_,  vesve, , kancelafi))

Nevertheless, there can be sentences (especially the so-called indirect
speech without the conjunction Ze) in which the referent of #y/you can be both
M. and A, and the ambiguity cannot be decided without further information
deductible from the broader context, cf.

(20) Jan mi véera vekl, ty prijdes zitra na radu.
Jan told me yesterday it is your turn tomorrow.
((S; (S) Jan, mi, vCera, fekl, ty,, ..pfijdes,  , zitra, naTadu.))

Positing the S, is also useful in those cases where one more speaker’s
perspective (other than the local speaker’s one) occurs and must be taken into
account, specifically here the 1st and the 2nd person reference function as
bound variables substituting for each other, e.g.

(21) Tak (ty tikas, ze) ja nicemu nerozumim, ale ty chces se mnou
spolupracovat?
So (you say that) I do not understand a thing but you want to cooperate
with me?
S, §;int A COMM ja_, niCemu nerozumim,,_,. ale ty,.
chceéMj: A S€ Mnou, . spolupracovat?))

Turning the indices and you into bound variables means that their reference value is
not given by the context of a current speech event but is enforced by the layering of distinct
speakers’ perspectives. In such cases they cannot be considered demonstratives any more
(they have undergone the process of de-demonstration); the logical semantics speaks here
about monsters (Kaplan 1989, Schlenker 2003, Karlik 2014).

As example (22) shows, even a non-present speaker’s utterance (k),
representing one more perspective = layer of the speech event, can be taken
into account:

(22) Tak (ty tikas, ze) on rikd, Ze nicemu nerozumis, ale chce s tebou

spolupracovat?

So (you say that) he says that you don’t understand a thing but he
wants to cooperate with you?

(S, (Sj(Skoan fika, niCemu nerozumis
spolupracovat))

ale chceMk s tebou N

Ai=Mj=Ak i=Mj=Ak

4.3 Examples (16) — (22) show that putting a sentence into a pragmatic
matrix can bring to light how the alternation of the roles “speaker/agent”
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and “addressee/patient” works and how it influences the interpretation of a
sentence. Sentences (21) and (22) even suggest that in a language like Czech
(and at least other Western Slavic languages) the notion of logophoricity might
also be useful.

In the basic sense, logophoricity is spoken about in languages where a (logophoric)
marker is available, specifically differentiating an expression referring to a subject of a
matrix sentence (logophoric antecedent) and another referentially accessible subject in the
same person form (most frequently, this kind of marking concerns the subjects/pronouns of
the 3rd Person). For example, in discourse

(23) We talked about Jane. Mary, said that she, y would see me tomorrow;

in the third sentence a logophoric marker should be used if the pronoun she refers to Mary,
who is the subject of the matrix sentence, and not Jane; cf. Sells, 1987; Siewierska, 2004:
201-204; Sigurdsson, 2004. In Slavic languages, no such marker exists and the cases
of ambiguous reference must be decided either by the context or by using an overt and
unambiguous expression; cf. the Czech translation of the preceding example:

(24) Mluvili jsme o Jané, Marie, Fekla, a/ Ze za mnou zitra prijde, y

b/ Ze za mnou zitra Jana prijde.
As a matrix sentence the subject j is the preferred (binding) co-referential expression — see
a/—but i is still accessible for anaphora; cf. Mluvili jsme o Paviovi, Marie rekla, Ze by chtél
za mnou prijit. (We talked about Pavel. Mary said that HE would like to see me tomorrow.)

The non-existence of a specific marker obviously excludes considerations
of logophoricity in the sense in which it is described in, e.g., Central African
languages. But if we accept the existence of the abstract sentence S, all the
expressions that are co-indexable towards it obtain their referential value as
“spoken about”, referred to in speech, i.e. logophoric. What seems even more
plausible in this respect is the layering of the speakers’ perspectives occurring
within variations of reported speech — see (21), (22) — determining the regular
mutual exchange of the speaker/agent and addressee/patient roles. (The non-
present speaker’s layer in (22) can, theoretically, be extended/multiplied ad
infinitum but always in the 3rd Person — ke said that she said that they said,
etc.) So we conclude our pragmalinguistic overview of the sentence with a
suggestion that the most prominent pragmatic property of a sentence/utterance
is its logophoric nature.

The paper reviews the specific pragmatic functions realized by metacommunicative markers
in Russian media dialogic discourse as represented in radio and TV shows in the past five
years. The paper is focused on the analysis of supplementive metaoperators formed by
the imperative of verbs of speaking, perception or mental activities which have undergone
partial or total desemanticization. The results of the analysis reveal that the linguistic units
of this type are subservient to two basic areas of speech interaction: 1) optimization of
the interaction with the addressee (with the use of attention attractors, politeness markers,
emphasis signals, signals of communicative dissonance, etc.) and 2) organization of
the dialogic discourse (with the use of interruption signals, turn-taking signals, topic
transition signals, and operators introducing speech acts of argumentation, exemplification,
disagreement, etc.).

The aim of the paper is to present and critically evaluate two distinct tendencies in pragmatics
studies — inferential pragmatics and form-function pragmatics. The goal of inferential
pragmatics is to explicate the semantics-pragmatics distinction, whereas the form-function
pragmatics proposes a wider understanding of pragmatics — the interface between syntax,
semantics and pragmatics.
